All lots are subject to dealings providing access 
in accordance with the Access Right Sugar Industry Act 1999. 

4.2.3 Existing Land Use  

The site is a rural holding that contains two (2) dwellings and associated infrastructure and is primarily used 
for cane production. 

4.2.4 Roads and Site Access  

The site has existing direct access to Mossman Mount Molloy Road and Carbeen Road.  There will be no 
change in access points to the site. 

4.2.5 General Topography 

The land is predominately flat. 
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4.2.6 Existing Service Arrangements 
Water The site is currently serviced by single connection to Council�s reticulated water supply.

Sewerage Each dwelling is serviced by separate on-site effluent disposal systems.

Stormwater Stormwater is managed onsite 

Electricity The site is connected to an electricity supply and is currently serviced by single 
connection.

Telecommunications The site is connected to Telstra and is currently serviced by single connection.

4.2.7 Referral Summary 

No referral triggers have been identified.  
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5.0 Proposal 

5.1 Development Summary 

The proposed development is for the boundary realignment of three parcels of land, with a total area of 
97.373ha. The proposed boundary realignment will result in a new reconfiguration as depicted on proposal 
plan 32631-001A, Appendix 5.

The site contains two (2) existing dwellings, machinery shed, associated infrastructure and is primarily 
used for cane production.  The breakdown of the existing titles is listed below. 

Lot 3 on SR506 � 5.413ha
Lot 4 on RP706273 � 49.02ha
Lot 6 on RP899475 � 42.94ha

As a matter of succession planning, the applicants wish to reorganise and rationalise their titles in a 
manner shown on the attached proposal plan. The boundary realignment will result in each dwelling being 
placed within separate parcels. 

The breakdown of the areas of the proposed lots is listed below. 

Proposed Lot 1 � 1.697ha
Proposed Lot 2 � 49.75ha
Proposed Lot 3 � 45.93ha

There are a number of merits when considering this proposal. 
� In the current configuration, existing Lot 3 on SR506 can be disposed of separately resulting in 

good quality agricultural land potentially lost to a rural residential purpose. 
� Proposed Lots 2 & 3 with areas of 49.75ha & 45.93ha are considered of sufficient area for cane 

production as standalone lots.  
� Consolidation of Lot 3 on SR506 with the agricultural land will ensure viability of the land for the 

future and is considered to be in accordance with the provisions of planning scheme. 
� Removes any potential access conflicts created by Lot 3 on SR506 
� There will be no loss of good quality agricultural land as a result of this proposal. 

The boundary realignment will not impact on the current use of the site. The layout and circumstances of 
this proposal is considered consistent in that it reflects the existing land use pattern within the locality. 
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5.2 Access 

Access to all proposed lots will not be altered as a result of the boundary realignment. Proposed Lots will 
1 and 2 will share the existing access within proposed Lot 1.  An easement will be created within Lot 1 
benefitting proposed Lot 2 for the purpose of access and services. 

Proposed Lot 3 will continue to utilise the existing access from Carbeen Road. 

5.3 Services 

At present the existing dwellings & shed share a single service connection to water, electricity and 
telecommunication networks.  As a result of the proposal the existing service connections will continue to 
service proposed Lot 1.   

New service connections for Proposed Lot 2 will be provided from the Mossman Mouth Molloy Road 
frontage.  The new services will traverse the access and services easement contained within proposed Lot 
1.

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6.0 State Government Assessment Provisions   

The development application requires assessment against the Planning Act 2016, other State legislation 
and supporting planning policies. Consideration of these matters is outlined below. 

6.1  Planning Act 2016 

The statutory framework for decision making in relation to land use and development within the State of 
Queensland is contained within the Planning Act 2016 (PACT) and its subordinate legislation (i.e. Planning 
Regulation 2017).

Pursuant to Section 60(2) of the Planning Act 2016 to the extent the application involves development that 
requires code assessment, the assessment manager must decide to approve the application to the extent 
the development complies with all aspects of the assessment benchmarks for the development; and may 
decide to approve the application even if the development does not comply with some of the assessment 
benchmarks.  

6.2  State Planning Policy 

The State Planning Policy (SPP), which commenced on 3 July 2017, expresses the state�s interests in land 
use planning that are important to protect and enhance through Queensland’s continued development. It is 
a key component of the state’s land use planning system that enables responsible development, contributing 
to a liveable, sustainable and prosperous Queensland.

� In the current configuration, existing Lot 3 on SR506 can be disposed of separately resulting in 

good quality agricultural land potentially lost to a rural residential purpose. 
� Proposed Lots 2 & 3 with areas of 49.75ha & 45.93ha are considered of sufficient area for cane 

production as standalone lots.  
� Consolidation of Lot 3 on SR506 with the agricultural land will ensure viability of the land for the 

future and is considered to be in accordance with the provisions of planning scheme. 
� Removes any potential access conflicts created by Lot 3 on SR506 
� There will be no loss of good quality agricultural land as a result of this proposal. 

The layout and circumstances of 
this proposal is considered consistent in that it reflects the existing land use pattern within the locality.
